Å Institutions : AGH in 1³J¦ Çhas the largest number of researchers who published articles on AI (524  
people).Asfor facultiesƉthe Faculty of ElectronicsandInformation Technology,at the Warsaw University  
of Technology,is leadingwith 153 researchers.

Å Scientific societies: In order to coordinate the effort, in 2018, five major societieshaveformed a
new  structureƉPolishInitiative for the Advancementof Artificial Intelligence.

Å Regions: Mazowieckie region has a strong lead in the number of AI researchers with 1 956 people  
publishingin the field. Two other regionswith aconsiderablenumber of researchersare5J¨­°­Ӄ´¦ X
(969 people)and→ӃK´¦ X(895 people).

Å PhD students : Out of 43 thousand PhDstudents in Poland2,6 thousand study mathematics-
heavy  disciplineswith potential for AI.Five universities educate46%of thesePhDstudents.

Å New students : Eachyear about 20 thousandstudents start their education in computer science.

Å Graduates: Eachyear about 28 thousand technical sciencesand4 thousandmathematical sciencesstudents  
graduate from Polish universities.
